WHEREAS, theFoundation offers a program entitledRedy! for KindergartenO which
is a protected and proprietary program of fhendation which theLicensee desires to utilize for
the benefit of parents of children ages birth to five; and

WHEREAS, theFoundation is willing to provide access to the protected and proprietary
program and its use by tliécensee to assist in achieving its goals of early key and school
readinessNOW, THEREFORE,

IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual covenants contained herein and other valuable
consideration, the parties agree as follows:

I. GRANTING OF NON-EXCLUSIVE LICENSE

The Foundation does hereby grant a nemclusivelicense to thd.icensee for utilization
of the @eady! for KindergartenO program, Version 3.0 and as updated, including the use of
curriculum, handouts, logos and all other documents and materials incident to the program in
conjunction with providing pargs with learning materials. The license granted herein allows
use of thekeady! curriculum only within the geographical boundaries offthensee(s) or in the
case of an entity other than a school district, in conjunction with use of the parehickiisze
agrees to use thieeady!for Kindergarten name and logo only in conjunction with classes and
activities in support of the licensed curriculum.
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[I. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE FOUNDATION
The Foundation shall:

(1) Curriculum. Provide individual lessoplans and teaching materials in

support of each of the age groups which are, newborn to one, one to two, two to
three, three to four, and four to five years of age. Ahedation shall make
available the individual lesson plans and teaching mateoiaksaich age group at
leastfour weeksprior to the initial starting date of each class session.

(2) Instructor Training. Upon receipt of the signed license agreement, a
DirectorOs Guide containing training and other program information will be sent
to Licensee. Additional instructor training is available in Kennewick. Along with
formal training,Licensee’s instructors may observe Kennewikkady! parent
classest no charge Instructor participation in KennewickOs regularly scheduled
instructor trainng session is on a spaaeailablebasis witha $10charge for
incremental labor and materials.

(3) Parent Kits and First Time Participant Materials. Provideparticipant

materials (handouts and age appropriate learning @idsgost of $45.00 per
patticipant* per session (season). In addition, first time participant materials
(notebooks, handouts, READY! Gameboards and number/alphabet strips) will be
provided at a cost of $18.00 per participant. Pricing may be adjusted annually at
the option of thé&oundation. Materials shall be timely ordered prior to each
session pursuant to paragraph Il subparagraph (4) below. Parent kits and first
time participant materials may be picked up bylthlvensee or shipped at the

request of théicensee in which evat Licensee shall pay such additional cost.
Payment will be invoiced by thoundation to theLicensee at the time of order,

and will be due within 30 days of invoice date and prior to delivery.

(4) TheFoundation will provide additional supporservice by phone or email.

(5) TheFoundation will continue to update its materials as new, credible research
on early learning becomes available, or as adjustments to the course presentations
require. These may include new video segments, improved astaitie

learning materials. Optional services and products may be offered as they
become available. Thévundation will offer customization of lesson materials,

such as substituting customer provided videos or other information at prices
negotiated by thparties.
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lIl. LICENSEEOS RESPONSIBILITY
The Licensee shall at its sole expense and responsibility:

(1) Select, hire and be solely responsible for the supervision and compensation of
instructors necessary for the presentation oRtagly! progam.

(2) Schedule, provide and furnish facilities for the presentation dddng !
program lessons in a location of sufficient size, seating, temperature, and lighting
and in a clean and orderly condition to present the lessons.

(3) TheLicensee shallbe solely responsible for the conduct, content and supervision
of the presentation of the lessons at its designated locations.

(4). TheLicensee will send theFoundation completedready! order forms with
purchase orders or other notice as agreed theraf8 (eight) weeks prior to the
start of classes or Julyl, November 1, and February 1, which ever comes first,
identifying numbers of parent kits needed by age group, and dates of scheduled
classes as to allow a sufficient opportunity foreendation to gather and package
the participant materials required for each class presentation.

(5) TheLicensee shall provide all notification, advertising and invitations to parents
including determination of eligibility, as well as provisions for access ttathiity,
refreshments, restrooms and parking.

(6) TheLicensee may arrange for childcare services for parents attendinRytlab!
classes.

(7) TheLicensee shall follow the course guidelines in presenting the age appropriate
lessons to the attendeawlashall not modify, supplement or delete materials or
content of the program without the prior written consent oFthe:dation.

(8) TheLicensee shall have the option of offerind@ly Parton’s Imagination

LibraryO to qualifying attendees of thessles, at an additional cost of approximately
$29.00 per year per child. Actual cost will be based on the books méaitedsee

will administer this program and deal directly with ib&/lywood Foundation.

(9) TheLicensee shall administer the data oatition documents, including entering
kindergarten assessment, parent surveys, registration demographics, and class
evaluations and provide that information to Hwendation as requested.
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(10) TheLicensee shall secure all permits, licenses and cotsseacessary for the
presentation of thReady! lessons and shall comply with all city, state and federal
rules, regulations and statutes which apply to the presentation of these lessons at the
locations selected by tHecensee.

(11) TheLicensee shall ke responsible to pay timely all amounts due under this
contract and shall pay any sale or use taxes due on said sums. Interest shall be
charged at the rate of 1% per month commencing 30 days after the date of the
Foundation’s invoice.

IV. PROPRIETARY INFORMATION

QReady! for KindergartenQ is a program consisting of proprietary information and
documents, PowerPoint slide presentations, and video clips owned Ayuthktion and
subject to copyright and trade name restrictions. Copying, alterajwadetion or use of the
lessons, handouts, game boards, audio recordings, incoming kindergarten targets and birth
through five age sequenced targets or other documents and items utilized in the presentation of
this training, is prohibited without the priwritten consent of th€oundation. The unauthorized
use of any of thé&'oundation’s proprietary information or documents by thieensee or any of
its participants in these training sessions shall be deemed a violation of the Uniform Trade
Secrets Act (RW 19.108) and shall entitle tii®undation to seek all remedies provided by law,
including injunctive relief without the necessity of posting bond. Adeidation shall also be
entitled to all such legal remedies as may be available in law or equihefprotection of its
proprietary information and documents.

The Foundation grants permission for thigcensee to use its registered trademark and
logo @eady! for KindergartenO®© for the purpose of advertising and promoting the classes and in
follow-up materials related to technical support and reporting. Permission is granted to use the
Kindergarten Readiness Assessment, Parent Survey, Parent Class Evaluation, and Request for
Demographics, designed by theundation, as needed during the implementafurase of the
training.

QReady! for KindergartenO®© lessons, curriculum and materials provided hereunder shall
not be broadcast or recorded in any manner or form whatsoever without the prior written consent
of the Foundation.
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V. TERM

This Agreenent shall be a continuing agreement between the partied.iceheece shall hereafter
order first time participant materials and parent kits by purchase order in conjunction with the
Foundation’s order form, a copy of which is attached and which wilupdated on our website from time
to time (vww.readyforkindergarten.oyg The terms of said purchase orders shall not supercede the terms
of this agreement.

VI. GENERAL PROVISIONS

For the purposefdhis Agreement, time is of the essence. This Agreement may not be assigned
nor transferred by theicensee without the prior written consent of tieundation. Should any dispute
arise concerning the breach, interpretation, or enforcement of thismgmeesenue shall be placed in
Benton County, Washington, with the laws of the State of Washington, and the prevailing party shall be
awarded its attorneyOs fees and costs as additional judgment against the other party.
